A LANDLORD has been jailed for breaching new fire  
regulations after his tenant died in a blaze . 

 
Mehmat Parlak was sentenced to four months and his company, 
Watchacre Properties Limited, fined £21,000 for serious breaches 
under the regulatory reform order. 
The prosecution was the first of its kind in London and followed a fire 
at a flat in Ruskin Road, Tottenham, in September last year.  
Firefighters rescued Abdualla Gardoon but he died later from his inju-
ries. 
Brian Coleman, chairman of the London Fire and Emergency Plan-
ning Authority, said: "This fire highlights why landlords must take their 
responsibilities seriously." 
Parlak, of Enfield, was sentenced at Wood Green crown court after 
pleading guilty to eight breaches of fire safety laws. 
 
It is thought that this is the first non-suspended custodial sentence 
under the FSO.

IMPORTANT NOTICE TO FIRE INSURERS AND SPRINKLER  
SYSTEM OWNERS WHO HAVE JOHNE DEERE 4045TF DIESEL  
DRIVEN PUMPS 
 
We have been notified by Clarke UK Ltd who prepare diesel engines 
for use on sprinkler pumps that there is a possible latent manufactur-
ing defect in John Deere 4045TF 4 cylinder turbo charged Diese ls 
engines . The products in question have a Clarke UK Ltd LPCB list-
ing and identification of JU4HLP54 . There are a total of 158 diesel 
drivers at risk, manufactured between October 2006 and June 2007. 
  
If the defect is present it could cause failure of internal engine compo-
nents which may not be contained within the engine; consequently 
there is a possibility of fragments breaking out of the cylinder block in 
the event of a failure. 
  
For health and safety reasons we would recommend that sprinkler 
pump owners or their agents do not test run the “at risk" diesel drivers 
until they have been inspected by John Deere. 
Until the "at risk" unit locations have been identified by the sprinkler 
pump supplier's, insurers and users may have difficulty determining 
whether it is necessary to stop testing or not, we would suggest you 
should stop testing  if the sprinkler pump is: 
Powered by a John Deere 4045TF Driver; and 
a Clarke (UK) Ltd LPCB listing JU4HLP54; and installed after October 
2006 (If the unit was installed before October 2006 it should not be 
one of those at risk); and having a serial number on the attached list. 
 
If there is any doubt about whether a unit requires an inspection, stop 
routine testing and seek advice from the sprinkler installer or sprinkler 
pump supplier. 
  
If one of the "at risk" units starts running (before it has been inspected 
by John Deere) we would recommend that no attempt is made to stop 
the unit, do not enter the pump house. Seek advice from the sprinkler 
installing or maintenance company and if necessary, allow the pump 
to run until the fuel is exhausted.

Meeting Date Change of the first meeting of the  
Service Sub Committee from the 4th of November to a new date tbc. 

BAFSA in partnership with FIA, held a seminar at the West Midlands 
Fire & Rescue Service Training Centre, aimed at the ‘Responsible 
Person’ within Care Homes, on 5th June 2008. With over 100 care 
home representatives in attendance and presentations from a panel 
of experts, this informative day also raised a number of questions. 
The most contentious related to the ‘Residential Care Premises’ Fire 
Safety Order Guidance, which states “It should be possible under 
normal operating conditions to evacuate any given protected area in 2 
½ minutes using the staff present to assist residents, where neces-
sary”. In practice this is proving to be difficult.

New HQ for West Midlands Fire Service 
 
The well known West Midlands Fire Service Headquarters in the 
centre of Birmingham was built over 70 years ago. Both the age 
and design of the HQ posed significant challenges in recent years 
and was largely unsuitable to function as a modern Fire Service 
Headquarters. 
A newly acquired 4.34 acre site on Vauxhall Road, Nechells, holds 
two buildings; a main HQ building and the Safe-side building. The 
buildings offer over 7100 sq. m of office space along with a dedi-
cated educational safety centre (1500 sq. m) and over 300 parking 
spaces for its staff and visitors. 
The project has progressed with sustainable construction in mind 
and the buildings employ sustainable features and services . 
 
Safe-side is a purpose-built interactive, educational, experiential 
learning centre for safety available to the whole West Midlands 
community. Opening in late 2008, Safe-side is an interactive, inno-
vative safety complex, built and run in partnership with public, pri-
vate and voluntary organisations.  
 
Significantly, both new buildings are fitted with a sprinkler sys-
tem which even extends to the domestic house locate d within 
the learning facility. 
 
BAFSA member Nationwide  reports they are installing a “dummy” 
sprinkler system into a house being built at Safeside where chil-
dren ( and grown ups) are shown modern safety devices.  
Displays include a cinema, internet cafe, a house, bar, electricity 
sub station, open water hazard , canal towpath, urban spaces and 
road safety features, a bus , a dark alley, a court and a police sta-
tion. 
 
Nationwide’s brief is to install a complete system which will have a 
secret test activation point which sets off the alarms - but doesn’t 
actually set off any sprinklers as they don’t want to soak the kids!

HFP  have recently  secured a contract to design, supply and  install 
an automatic fire sprinkler system and hydrant system for a large 
Regional Distribution Centre in Kent for a well known supermarket 
chain. 
 
The distribution centre comprises a 52,500 m2 Grocery unit which will 
be fitted with 6500 sprinklers at roof and 23000 sprinklers in rac k 
and will be controlled by 22 installation control valves. 
 
In addition there is a separate 33,000m2 temperature controlled 
warehouse which will be fitted 7000 sprinkler heads controlled by 8 
installation control valves. 
 
The two units will be fed via a dedicated central water supply and will 
include some 1000m of underground mains.

USA votes to require sprinklers in all new single d well-
ings from 2011 
On 21st September, the so-called International  Code Council, which 
writes the building codes used in most jurisdictions in the United 
States, voted to require sprinklers in all new single family homes and 
all other new residential construction. The requirement would take 
effect in 2011. 
 
This is a major step towards sprinklers being fitted in all new homes in 
the US. The next step is for the 50 states individually to adopt the new 
code. While there is no guarantee they will do so, commentators have 
observed that if they do not they will leave themselves open to law-
suits should anyone die in a fire in a home built after 2011 without 
sprinklers. 
 
This change was achieved despite heavy counter-lobbying by the 
house-building industry, which had managed to get the proposal re-
jected in committee. To overturn the committee decision required a 
66% majority vote among the government representatives. Govern-
ment representatives include fire departments and building code offi-
cials. The final result was 73% in favour of sprinklers. 
 
 

Servicing & Maintenance of Sprinkler Systems 
24th July 2008    -    At the LPCB’s offices in Garston  
Attended by:

John Stephens  (JS) FPA. 
Martin Hartley  (MDH) BAFSA. 
This meeting was arranged following discussions at InFiReS to ex-
plore options relating to the servicing and maintenance of sprinkler 
system, including the Review of Hazard requirements of BS EN 
12845 and to consider if any amendments to ‘TB203 – Care and 
Maintenance of Automatic Sprinkler Systems’ are necessary and to 
assess any implications for the LPS 1048 scheme. 
 
Initial aspects considered:- 
Scope of Servicing & Maintenance.  
It was agreed by all present the scope detailed in Clause 20 of BS EN 
12845 was not necessary for all projects, particularly some of those 
listed under the ‘Quarterly Routine’ so JS will now draft a revised 
scope for review at a the next meeting.  
 
Review of Hazard.  
All present felt the frequency of the Review of Hazard need not be the 
same for all types of occupancies.  Warehouses for example may 
require more frequent R of Hs than schools or offices. 
All present also recognised that it should be the building owner / occu-
pier’s responsibility to notify the company carrying out the R of H of 
any changes to the building or storage and processes carried out in 
the premises and that this responsibility and the resulting information 
provided needed to be well documented. 
 
System Log Book.  
Whilst the original design criteria of recently installed systems should 
be well documented on the LPS 1048 Certificate of Conformity and / 
or Completion Certificate, older systems design criteria may be diffi-
cult to establish if the client has no records 
It was felt a system log book or similar could be compiled which would 
contain all the design criteria for the system, as well as system set-
tings and service records.  This would not only ensure the appropriate 
information was available for any new service contracts, it would also 
be invaluable for the insurer’s, Building Control or any other authority 
having jurisdiction.  It was recognised there would be many premises 
where this may not be possible or practical to compile but for new 
installation, should be part of the handover documentation. 
 
Certificates for Service & Maintenance Work  
We discussed the option of a certificate for completed service & main-
tenance works and whether such certificates should only be issued 
where the system installed had an LPS 1048 Certificate of Conformity. 
MDH felt if it were decided to issue such certificates these need not 
be limited to LPS 1048 Certificated system but could still be used to 
underpin the C of C.  There were no discussion about whether an 
accreditation scheme should be introduce, similar to the LPS 1050 
scheme. 
 
Next Meeting

BRE EGC” Installers”  
Brief summary of issues 

LPS 1301 scheme  has been launched. It is to be widely marketed 
soon. LPS 1301 certificates can be issued by 1048 Companies, pro-
viding that those Companies are approved to self certificate category 
A work. If 1048 Companies are not certificated at this level, then they 
must work in accordance with clause 2.11 of the 1301 Scheme Docu-
ment. (1301 Certificates should be issued, not 1048 Certificates)
There are currently no competence reviews for 1301, but all applying 
Companies are assessed by the LPCB.  
 
The LPCB welcomed the formation of the new Bafsa servicing sub 
committee  and looked forward to receiving its findings.  
 
The new 1048 C of C s  have been trialled and some feed back re-
ceived. LPCB are to write to the other trialling Companies for their 
response. Hopefully the new C of C s will launched in November for 
use on EN12845 projects. Any jobs completed after the issue of the 
new C of C, but designed to the old BS5306, should be issued with 
the old C of C. These will be made available electronically – free of 
charge. 
 
A new red book approval category is to be introduced for diesel en-
gines operating at the lower end of the range  (this narrows but 
doesn’t close a gap -currently there are no approved engines at the 
lower end, this will cover all sizes other than 20 – 30 bhp) 
Only Clarkes have currently submitted engines for approval.  
 
Grandfathering rights  have effectively been removed. The LPCB 
are to begin to review the number of approved designers, in line with 
table 2 requirements, during its 1048 surveillance visits. They have 4 
differing levels of disciplinary actions, dependant upon the severity of 
the offence. Those who have not had the requisite number of engi-
neers sit exams will de deemed the worst offenders. They will be 
issued with a major non conformance and be expected to book engi-
neers onto the next exam sitting. If they do not, then the Companies 
1048 approval would be adjusted or withdrawn. 
 
Grandfathering rights for commissioning  are to be extended. 
Companies will have until the end of 2009 to have at least one engi-
neer approved, with all the requisite number being approved by either 
the middle or the end of 2010. Commissioning exams are now fully 
available. 
 
The LPCB would like to launch a new LPS Servicing S cheme . 
They say that they are often approached by Service only Companies 
but have to turn them away. They also quote a fear that BAFE is 
trying to extend its scheme to cover Sprinklers. If a scheme is 
launched, member Companies would not be permitted to carry out 
either installation or to undertake hazard reviews.

Do schools need sprinklers?

It's not clear whether this article represents official Buro Happold policy, if it does, it will be interesting to compare their future school designs with 
those emerging from other fire consultants who were specifying or recommending sprinklers even before the DCFS Policy changed.  
 
It's also worth reflecting on whether unsprinklered schools will actually be insurable and what views an insurer might take of a consultant who 
ignores the universal advice of the Government, the fire and rescue service and local authority organisations in respect of sprinkler provision 
 

Arson fire destroys school 
The need for sprinklers in schools was reinforced following a fire in the St Felix Middle School in Newmarket.  
The fire started at about 15:00 and destroyed the school. Two boys aged 13 and 14 have been held by police. The damage is estimated to be in 
the millions of pounds and the building is a write-off. 
 
This is just another in a long list of British schools destroyed by fire. There is a new government policy which strongly encourages local authorities 
to fit sprinklers in new and refurbished schools. Most are following this guidance and in Scotland and Wales all local authorities are doing so.  
 
Unfortunately some local authorities in England hav e still not got the message . They are also being misadvised by some consultants who 
claim sprinklers are not required by law for fire safety. In this latest incident nobody was hurt but the local authority now has a huge problem. Any-
one who advises that sprinklers are unnecessary is ignoring the responsibility of a local authority to provide educational facilities.

Steve Mills of West Midlands Fire & Rescue Service reports that a fire started at Arden Wood Shavings, a timber processing plant in Solihull, 
resulting from a drive bearing in a shavings separator causing a dust explosion that led to fires burning in various parts of the building, brought 
there through ducting systems. 
A total of about 20 sprinklers, spread over the separator machine room and the main bulk storage area, operated to control these fires. 
 
Steve Mills of West Midlands Fire & Rescue Service reports that in April a fire occurred in a 200m x 50m high bay warehouse in Springvale 
Avenue, Bilston. Fortunately the warehouse is fitted with sprinklers. 
The seat of the fire was in a 1m3 stack of cardboard packaging. One sprinkler operated and controlled the fire until the Fire Service arrived and 
damped down the surrounding area. There was no fire spread beyond the immediate area of the fire. 
All 50 employees were safely evacuated and were able to return to work after an interruption of just 1.5 hours 
 
Duncan Stainthorpe of West Yorkshire Fire & Rescue reports that in April a fire started on the unoccupied first floor of a West Yorkshire mill 
partly used to house extensive props for the Yorkshire TV series, Heartbeat. The props included irreplaceable items from the 1950s - 1970s. 
The blaze is believed to have originated in the floor void between ground and first floor. The sprinkler system activated and raised the alarm when 
the fire developed to involve the floor and the ceiling at ground level. 
As well as raising the alarm, the sprinklers held the fire in check until firefighters wearing breathing apparatus were able to negotiate a route 
through the heavily smoke-logged building to the seat of the fire. The props were saved. 
In October 2005, a fierce fire at the warehouse of Aardman Animations, the animation company behind the Wallace and Gromit films, destroyed 
the entire history of the much-loved films. That building did not have sprinklers fitted. 
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The Welsh Assembly's Legislative Compliance Order which would require sprinklers in new dwellings has now reached Westminster 
and will be considered shortly.

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BASA Technical Committee Activities – Technical Iss ues

The Technical Committee met in June and again in September. 
 
Martin Hartley explained the rationale behind Infir es revised TB230 . It appears that the word  “combustible” created confusion in defining the 
degree of combustibility in a product and therefore the void, so it was believed that the word should be removed. This leaves us with any void 
under 800mm needing to be protected, unless the void is compartmentalised by vertical cavity barriers (giving 30 minutes resistance) which en-
close areas no greater than  250m². 
The reasoning behind 250m² was questioned and no satisfactory explanations were given. It was noted that Approved Document B refers to an 
area of 400m² and it was suggested that the TB be changed to come in line with the ADB. MH is to suggest this at the next Infires meeting. 
It was suggested therefore that as installers that we point that voids less than 800mm in depth either need to be protected or fitted with cavity 
barriers. If voids are not deep enough to contain Sprinklers then we should point out that barriers MUST be fitted. If neither Sprinklers nor barriers 
are fitted, then the installation will not be in accordance with the EN. 

 
A question was also raised as to the definition of a plenum . It was generally agreed that this was a sealed area which has mechanical air 
movement. The suggested use of differing Sprinkler Heads in plenums and below ceilings was also questioned, again without a satisfactory an-
swer. MH is to try and clarify this at the next Infires meeting. 

 
Response forms  
The Technical Committee would be responsible for coordinating member’s comments with respect to consultations and industry responses in 
order to submit comments as one voice and the form includes a section highlighting the concerns with any document, along with a solution section 
in which a suggested form of words could be added that, if accepted, would resolve the issue at hand. 
The template will be issued to members who should submit completed forms to the Technical Committee for discussion who would then review 
comments and issue our conclusions to both Council and ultimately the relevant body (Infires, BRE / LPCB, FPA etc) 
 
 LPS 1048 
The Technical Committee also discussed with the BRE /LPCB representative that Bafsa wished to be more actively involved in the running of the 
1048 scheme as well as in the production of guidance notes, TBs, product approval etc. 
There has been no further movement with respect to the 1048 scheme, but a meeting of EGC is scheduled for December 

 
TB’s (210, 229, 230 and 231 ) are now with the FPA for printing and should be published shortly 
 
EN 12845 PROPOSED AMENDMENTS  
The revisions to EN 12845 can either be accepted or rejected.  It was agreed that a rejection at this stage would not be beneficial as it would stall 
the issue of the revisions, which did in the whole correct a number of errors within the standard. 
However the proposed revisions did contain a couple of significant changes.   
It appears that the new wording removes the need for installers to point out deviations from the standard at tender stage, but that they still need to 
do so at design stage (document pr EN 12845 A2 page 4 item 2) 
The committee concluded that it is still in members best interest to include known deviations at tender stage, indeed the 1048 scheme requires 
this via GN 10. 

 
The same document on page 19 now appears to no longer refer to mezzanines up to 100m². 
After discussion, the technical committee concluded that the new rule probably meant that any mezzanines in a 6000m² room would be included 
as a single zone. 
The committee does not however feel sufficiently confident as to confirm this to members and will write to the CEN committee for clarification. 
In the meantime it suggests that members take their own view, but clarify their interpretations to the client at tender stage. 

 
The matter of UPVC pipe not being referred to was also raised.  It was noted however that there is an option to use ‘other suitable’ material. 

  
GUIDANCE DOCUMENTS  
Discussions concluded that the schools document did need to be re drafted in line with other documents (BB 100 etc) and new life safety require-
ments in schools. S Kidd to action. 

 
With respect to additional GD’s, Sinikka Friedhof is to look at the use of CPVC pipe and Ian Gough is to produce the Underground Pump and 
Tank guide.

As we know, there are those who think we need a BS covering the testing and approval of sprinkler heads for Domestic / Residential use (along 
with other components), those who think it is unnecessary and those who think that if there is one on sprinklers, that the testing regime should be 
in accordance with UL 1626. 

 
It is inevitable that the DD would become a BS and therefore the Technical Committee concluded that BAFSA recommends that  “the testing 
methods outlined within the British standard should  be based on the proven UL 1626”.

This will be voted on by all CEN member states and the UK must 
accept  the majority vote - this will mean that on a given date,  BS

BAFSA Residential and Domestic Sprinkler Technical Committee (R&D Committee) 
 

The R&D Committee has met over the past year under the chairmanship of Ian Grist ( who we thank for his efforts )with Roy Young now taking 
over  as Chairman 
 
A Guidance Note has been produced as an adjunct to BS 9251, which is the British Standard Code of Practice for the installation of R&D 
sprinklers. BS 9251 is a rather flimsy standard. 
 
Revision of BS 9251 is due to start this year, and it is important that the BAFSA representatives on the BSI committee are able to put forward a 
coherent position . 
 
Also needing a coherent BAFSA input is the proposed completion of DD252 and its upgrading to BS9252 . This is the standard for the sprinkler 
heads to be used in systems installed to BS9251. Although called up in BS9251, since it has never been completed, sprinklers to UL 1626 have 
been uniformly used in 9251 installations. Initial discussions with some BAFSA member sprinkler manufacturers suggest that DD252 is not 
needed, and that the best way forward would be to drop this standard, and use UL 1626 as at present. As a alternative position, the requirements 
of DD252 should be as such as to allow sprinklers to UL 1612 to meet its requirements, thus not requiring a redesign of sprinklers which are per-
forming satisfactorily at present. 
 
The R&D Committee also needs to address the testing of water supplies, and develop a common interface between installers and the water com-
pany engineers, and building control, independent inspectors and fire authorities, among other things. 
 
The R&D Committee is a sub-committee of the BAFSA Technical Committee and will report to that Committee.

NEW TRADE POLICY RULES ON CORRUPTION 
The first edition of the TAP Newsletter referred to the Government’s commitment to tackle international corruption. My colleagues in the Depart-
ment for Business, Enterprise and Regulatory Reform (BERR) have asked me and others in UKTI to give more information on Government action 
on this issue to stakeholders and customers.  
 
As a leading trading nation, the UK cannot afford the barriers to entry thrown up by international corruption. World Bank estimates show that cor-
ruption adds up to 10% to the total cost of doing business globally, and up to 25% to the cost of procurement contracts in developing countries. 
Equally, the fight against bribery and corruption is an important part of our work to fight organised crime and terrorism, to maintain the reputation 
of our financial institutions and to reduce poverty in developing countries. 
 
It is important that no UK company underestimates the risks of international corruption. Bribery is illegal, with a maximum penalty of an unlimited 
fine and 7 years in prison. Since February 2002, UK-registered companies and UK nationals can be prosecuted in the UK for an act of bribery 
committed wholly overseas, including the bribery of a foreign official. They can also be prosecuted for conspiring with and aiding and abetting an 
overseas subsidiary to commit such an act.  
 
To ensure robust enforcement of the law, the Government has funded dedicated anti-corruption units with the City of London Police (CoLP) and 
Metropolitan Police Service (MPS), to support the Serious Fraud Office (SFO) and Serious Organised Crime Agency (SOCA). This has led to a 
dramatic increase in UK investigations into foreign bribery allegations, currently standing at 20 live investigations and almost 50 preliminary en-
quires. This spring, we have legislated to provide new investigatory powers for the SFO that will accelerate the sifting of allegations and enable 
swift action against well-founded cases. We have also provided additional funding to expand the CoLP unit dedicated to the investigation of alle-
gations of foreign bribery. 
 
In addition to this work to tackle the supply side of bribery, the Government is tackling the demand side of overseas corruption. We are prosecut-
ing UK citizens implicated in money laundering the proceeds of corruption, with one individual convicted of laundering £1.4 million through her 
bank accounts and sentenced to three years in prison. We have also denied entry to the UK to six Kenyan officials, including four ex-Ministers, on 
the grounds of their involvement in corruption. 
 
Equally, we are helping business do its part. We are working with business and professional bodies in the UK to help them develop anti-bribery 
guidance in their sectors, as well as offering practical advice for companies on implementing robust anti-corruption procedures. We support busi-
ness-led initiatives which help fight corruption such as the Extractive Industries Transparency Initiative (EITI), which seeks to create greater trans-
parency and accountability through joint action by governments, extractive companies and local and international civil society. The Government 
actively promotes the OECD Guidelines for Multi-national Enterprises, which includes specific anti-corruption standards, and supports further stan-
dards such as the UN Global Compact and the Aerospace and Defence Industries Association of Europe’s Common Industry Standards (the CIS). 
 
And we want to do more to help businesses. We are working to create a business climate that robustly combats and deters bribery and corruption, 
by encouraging good business practices and risk management strategies. We are also providing practical guidance and support to UK businesses 
and nationals overseas on resisting bribe solicitation, through our local missions. Your contribution is vital in this fight against corruption and we 
would encourage you to proactively raise awareness amongst your members of this important issue.   
 
We look forward to more detailed discussions on how we can help businesses contribute positively to the anti-corruption agenda. In the meantime,

VAT on Residential and Domestic Sprinkler Installat ions 
We have had a number of questions recently about the imposition of VAT on sprinkler systems in residential and domesti c premises . 

According to a letter from the Head of VAT Liability and IPT Policy Group, dated 23 May 2003, VAT on sprinklers is zero rated for the following: 

New construction of a dwelling 
Construction of a care home, or building used by a charity for non-business purposes 
Construction of a village hall 
First time sprinkler installation in a listed building used as a dwelling or for communal residential or charitable purpose 

VAT at the reduced rate of 5% may be applicable to the following: 

Installation of a sprinkler system while: 

Converting a residential property into a different number of dwellings (eg. converting a house into flats) 
Converting a communal residential building into a dwelling (or vice versa) 
Converting a non residential property into a dwelling or a number of dwellings 
Renovating a dwelling or communal residential building that has been empty for at least three years 

If you need further advice on this subject please refer to HM Revenue and Customs. 

The European Commission proposed categories of services to which Member States may apply a reduced Value Added Tax rate.  

Member States will not have to apply lower rates of VAT on these services but will have the option to do so.

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New Indictment Served in Respect of Rosepark Fire  
A new indictment was (30 September 2008)  served in connection with the fire at Rosepark Nursing Home, Uddingston on 31st January 
2004 which caused the death of 14 residents. 

The indictment has been served on Thomas Balmer, Anne Balmer and Alan Balmer as the whole surviving partners of the now dissolved 
firm of Rosepark Care Home, which firm from the dates between 1st April 1996 and 28th February 2005 at 261 Viewpark, Uddingston, 
carried on the business or undertaking of a residential care home, and as such partners only. 

This Indictment is directed against the whole surviving partners of the now dissolved firm. The whole surviving partners are indicted in 
their representative capacity only and not as individuals. 

The Indictment has also been served on Croftbank House Limited, formerly Balmer Care Homes Limited, Campbell House, 126 Drymen 
Road, Bearsden, Glasgow which operates a care home at Croftbank House, Old Mill Road, Uddingston G71 7JB. 

This Indictment is served following on the decision of the Appeal Court on 25th July 2008 that the Crown could not proceed further with 
the previous indictment against the now dissolved firm of Rosepark Care Home. In Scots Law, a firm is a separate legal person distinct 
from the partners of whom it is composed. The Appeal Court held that on dissolution of the firm there was a complete cessation of the 
persona of the partnership (that is the separate legal person) and that a dissolved firm did not retain a limited persona for the purposes of 
criminal prosecution which could be prosecuted in its own name. 

The Indictment will call at a Preliminary Hearing at the High Court of Justiciary in Glasgow on the 30th October 2008.

KFRS works with architects in its sprinkler campaig n 
Kent Fire and Rescue Service (KFRS) is challenging architects in the 
South East to design some of the country’s safest homes by including 
sprinkler systems.  
KFRS is working with the Royal Institute of British Architects (RIBA) to 
deliver its “Safer with Sprinklers” campaign which promotes the use of 
these potentially life-saving devices in the homes of vulnerable people 
including the young, the elderly or those with disabilities.  
Key decision makers including planners, chief executives and council 
leaders are already showing support for the campaign and now KFRS 
is aiming to inform and influence other opinion formers including ar-
chitects and builders.  

Fire sprinklers – do they have a role in the climat e change debate? 
We are all aware of the issues of climate change and the impact that this is having. Government, business and individual households are all striv-
ing to make changes to negate these impacts. Within the building industry too, efforts are being made to minimise the effects buildings may have 
on climate change. 
 
Dr James Marsden of the Greater Manchester Fire and Rescue Service says, ‘Within the built environment, we are far more mindful of the impacts 
we are making. Buildings and structures are now being constructed with a high degree of sustainability. In addition we are striving to minimise the 
carbon footprint of the building, in respect to the materials used within the construction and the amount of energy efficiency demonstrated.’ 
 
He believes that water suppression systems such as fire sprinklers also have a role to play in protecting the environment, and will discuss latest 
research and how the fire industry can make a contribution to minimising impacts in climate change at the Fire Sprinkler 2008 conference in 
November. 
 
‘Traditionally the use of water suppression systems have been used within buildings for life safety or property protection and their record of suc-
cess in controlling fires are excellent,’ says Dr Marsden. ‘However, we must consider the role of such systems for environmental purposes and 
their contribution to a sustainable building.’ 
 
Dr Marsden will look at how uncontrolled fires can release many hundreds of tonnes of CO2 and how fire sprinklers and other water suppression 
systems can significantly reduce this damaging volume of ‘greenhouse’ gas. 
 
‘We must look at all aspects of a building if we are to make serious inroads into reducing carbon emissions,’ he concludes. ‘The fire industry has 
an important role to play and we must open up the debate to our whole sector and consider our contribution.’

Fighting fire with money: should Britain's piers re ceive improved funding and levels of fire protectio n? 
Historic pier destroyed in fire  

The historic Fleetwood Pier in Lancashire burns down in a fire leaving the 98-year-old building completely gutted.

The fire that destroyed the 1910 pier at Fleetwood in September  is the latest loss in a sad litany of damage and destruction and is the third fire 

this year to damage a pier. The blazes at Fleetwood, Weston-super-Mare and Great Yarmouth, when added to previous major outbreaks of fire in 

piers at Southend and Brighton, demonstrate the vulnerability of these uniquely English structures.  

Although most of the affected premises are listed and the occupied portions are subject to fire regulations, there appears little that the authorities 

can do without major financial commitment from the owners. Fires in piers are difficult and dangerous to fight, often (perversely) because of a 

shortage of water. It was reported that the fire and rescue service had recommended that sprinklers should have been installed in the Weston pier 

as part of its renovation, and this is certainly one answer. Buildings on piers are usually constructed almost entirely of timber and burn quickly and 

to destruction unless there is early intervention.  

Is it not time, therefore, that the surviving structures from the Victorian and Edwardian age are now afforded improved levels of fire protection?  

Is this not an area where funding from the National Lottery could make a valuable contribution?

Fires in Common Part of Block of Flats 
BAFSA Technical Advisor Ian Gough reports two potentially very serious incidents which confirms BAFSA's view that it is a false economy to omit 
sprinkler protection in common areas. 

Two serious fires in a block of flats that started in the 'common parts'.

CLG have not been keen to recommend sprinklers in 'common parts' of flats (ADB Vol 2).Many flat fires, and subsequent rescues and injuries etc, 
are caused by fires outside the living quarters. It really is false economy to restrict any sprinkler protection to within the dwelling - which is what 
CLG recommend/require - even for flats over 30m high. 

Fire in a Next retail unit in Quedgeley Gloucester which was part of an “out of town” site of retail 
units.The Fire Brigade attempted to fight the fire internally but it became difficult due to the intensity of the fire 
which actually started to melt the fire hoses. There is an indication that the building structure wall panelling had 
combustible linings which fuelled the fire and made it difficult fight in the void areas. Thanks to Julian Taylor -AFC 

Fire is destroys the pier at Weston-super-Mare in S outhwest England.  
Rod Brenner, who owned the pier until six months ago when he sold it, said, "The entire pavillion has gone admittedly, and it'll be oviously a huge 
project to rebuild it, which will take a considerable amount of time. I mean, when it burnt down last time in 1930, it took three years and they 
probably moved a bit quicker than we do nowadays." 
 
Piers are especially vulnerable to fire. They are difficult to reach for the fire service; many of the buildings on the pier and often much of its struc-
ture is made of wood and water supply on the pier is often inadequate for fire-fighting purposes. Weston-super-Mare has now lost its pier for the 
second time but it is not the only pier to be destroyed by fire. In February 2003 fire destroyed Brighton Pier and in October 2005 fire destroyed 
Southend Pier. 

Kent F&RS reported a serious incident in Westgate o n Sea where a man died in a care home  
Fire Investigators are looking into the cause of a serious blaze in Westgate-on-Sea in which a man died at a care home in Canterbury Road. 25 
people were led to safety and paramedics attended to one casualty who was rescued by fire crews  The fire is not being treated as suspicious but 
the cause is being investigated 

Fire in the Channel Tunnel .  
This is the third fire to have closed the tunnel since it opened in 1994. Even days later serious disruption still existed. 
The freight train was not fitted with a fire suppression system. We also know that several years ago a water mist fire suppression system was 
designed and passed a series of fire tests on the freight shuttles but it was never installed. Fire damage is now in excess of 40 million Euros.

Although this was only a small building the disruption was huge with the A45 slow moving with chaos on the Brackmills estate.  

Fire death in new housing in Northampton  originating in a stairwell (of course, CLG deem these areas low risk - so when sprinklers are 
installed you don't need to bother installing in 'common parts') resulting in smoke logging and the death of one individual.  
A man died on landing with 8 others rescued. 
One woman couldn't get out of window because of 'fake balcony railings' that prevented the outward opening window from opening!  
She was rescued from another window. Self closers were also removed from fire doors!  All this in a brand new building !

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Thames Barge Museum 'Lost Forever' 
 www.kentnews.co.uk/kent-news/Thames-sail  ...  fire-newsinkent17380.aspx 
A fire which completely gutted the Dolphin Sailing Barge Museum has bought heartache to those who have worked for decades to preserve 
Swale’s maritime heritage. Investigators believe the fire was started deliberately. 
The blaze was so intense it reduced wooden models and reconstructions to ash and even melted the metal exhibits. 
“I feel sick to the stomach,” said Peter Morgan, a former chairman of the museum which housed a unique collection of Thames sailing barges - the 
source of much of Sittingbourne and Faversham’s prosperity in the 19th and early 20th century.
